FIELD SERVICES DIVISION

Patrol

On Jan. 28 and 29, police received more than a dozen reports of windows that had
been smashed or shot out with pellets. Most of the vandalism targeted vehicle windows,
although one incident involved a residence and one other involved a senior living
facility. The majority of the incidents occurred on the city’s south side, three occurred
north of Interstate 10, and one in the downtown area. While most of the vandalism was
not discovered immediately, at least two victims may have witnessed the vandals
driving away, and provided a possible vehicle description.

On Jan. 27, a robbery of a Dominos Pizza delivery man was reported. The pizza
delivery man had just made a delivery in the 1700 block of Orange Street, and while
walking back to his vehicle was approached by a man who threatened him with a knife
and demanded money. The victim handed over the cash and the suspect was last seen



walking away; the victim provided a description of the suspect, and a composite of the
suspect was completed. The victim drove back to the business, and talked to his
supervisor, before calling police.

On Jan. 23, a home invasion robbery was reported in the 500 block of The Terrace.
Two suspects kicked in the front door and assaulted the two male residents, shooting
one of them with a handgun; the shooting victim was hospitalized in serious but stable
condition, and the second victim was treated at the scene for his injuries. The suspects
took cash and other items before fleeing the apartment. A team of investigators assisted
and are handling the ongoing investigation.

On Jan. 18, a residential burglary was reported on Julie Court, in which door-to-door
solicitors where seen in the area. Forensics processed the crime scene and was able to
lift fingerprints. Officers searched the area and found five illegal solicitors; fingerprints
found at the crime scene matched the prints of one the solicitors and he was arrested
for burglary. Officers located a check stolen from the residence. Detectives assisted and
are handling the ongoing investigation.

Downtown Community Policing Station

Jan. 10 - Officer Steve Smith assisted the Redlands Unified School District's bus
services and put on four one-hour classes on Crisis Negotiation. The class was
designed to help them have an understanding as to the purpose of the Crisis
Negotiation Team. If they, as bus drivers, find themselves to have a hostage situation
on their bus with the children on board, examples were given regarding what they
should do and what they can expect we, as police officers, will be doing to defuse the
situation. Officer Smith also explained to the drivers what different emotions the
children, hostage taker, and they will go through during the crisis. It was standing room
only with attendees from as far as Temecula and Indio. There were between 40 and 50
attending each class.

Jan. 15 - Cpl. Les Jolly, motor officers the CVP all worked the first Martin Luther King
Parade. There were about 100 people watching the parade. They also had post parade
festivities at the Bowl following the parade.

Jan. 16 - Cpl. Jolly and CVP Jim Deegan have started a new CVP Academy class.
There are 17 candidates in the class.

Jan. 23 - Officer Derik Ohlson was dispatched to the intersection of Alta Vista and South
Lane in reference to a vehicle vs. bicycle collision. Officer Steven Smith responded to
assist. Officer Ohlson found out the bicyclist had already been transported to LLUMC
emergency room. Officer Smith was redirected to the hospital to check on the status of
the bicyclist. Upon arrival at the hospital Officer Smith found the bicyclist had a broken
lower leg and a dislocated lower leg from the upper leg. The bicyclist had multiple
contusions to his legs and torso. PCO Tami Pope and Janice Hawkins were called upon
for traffic control.

Jan. 24 - Cpl. Jolly and all the motor officers were called out regarding a single vehicle
collision. Officer Dan Elton assumed the duties of primary officer. A 20-year-old woman



lost control of her vehicle and struck a palm tree along Redlands Boulevard east of
Highland Avenue. She had to be extricated from the vehicle and transported to a local
hospital. Citizen Volunteer Officers Pete Zavala, George Longo, Arthur Liebman and
Ernie Givens were out at the scene for hours assisting with traffic control. PCO Pope
and Hawkins relieved the CVP as they had been out for so long.

Orange Street Community Policing Station
Sgt. Travis Martinez has spent the last week and a half testifying in the Keith Parks
murder trial.

Sgt. Martinez and community volunteers removed graffiti from more than 200 locations.

Code Enforcement
During the period of Jan. 18-31, 32 code enforcement inspections were conducted
throughout the neighborhoods of Redlands located on the north side of Interstate 10.

Twenty-four new cases were opened during this period and 19 cases were closed.

There are currently 356 active code enforcement cases at the Orange Street, North
Sub-Station.

Officer Toshia Wells:

e On 1/23 Several students contacted Officer Wells and reported that a 12-year-old
female student at Moore Middle School was being physically abused by her
father. Officer Wells, Officer Cindy McCauley and Detective Rachel Kelly
investigated the allegations and determined that physical abuse may have
occurred several weeks prior. Detective Kelly forwarded their reports to the DA's
office for review. The four children were taken into custody and questioned. CPS
responded and released the children to the mother's custody.

e On 1/30 Officer Wells responded to Clement Middle School to assist with a
disruptive student, during Officer Michelle Maranan's absence. Upon her arrival,
the 11-year-old male student stated that he wanted to kill himself. The student
later stabbed himself in the hand with a pencil. Officer Wells took the student into
custody before he received any serious injuries and transported him to LLUMC
for a psychological evaluation.

CRIME INTERVENTION BUREAU

Multiple Enforcement Team (MET)
The team welcomed Cpl. Sean Thuilliez to MET.




The team assisted SBSD, Highland Division, in search of a possible auto theft suspect
in the 1100 block of Oxford.

The team investigated an assault with a deadly weapon, a vehicle, at the Boiler Room.
The female driver was upset at a male who was leaning against her car. She pulled out
of the parking space and struck him. He complained of pain only. The female was
arrested.

On Jan. 18 and 19, Officer Dave Clark testified as a gang expert in San Bernardino
Superior Court in the preliminary hearing of a male subject. He is a member of the Vario
Redlands criminal street gang. He faces two counts of murder, a count of willful,
deliberate and premeditated attempted murder and an enhancement for the use of a
firearm. Special circumstances for multiple murders, killing a witness and an act in
furtherance of a street gang make the male subject eligible for the death penalty.

Officers Jacinto Deleon and Eddie Herrera conducted follow-up on some information
REV security supplied to them. They contacted three REV students who were
responsible for vandalizing Crafton Elementary School and the Zanja. Officer Herrera
spoke with all three juveniles and got them to confess to tagging and stealing some
shirts. All three were cite-released to their parents.

During this reporting period, the team has conducted numerous compliance checks of
tobacco, spray paint and alcohol sales at bars.

The team has increased patrols around Labor Ready where several arrests have been
made.

The team continues to conduct south side burglary patrols.

On Saturday, Jan. 27, Redlands Drug Court participants put up an installation inside the
Glass Museum on Orange Street. Participants will be returning next Saturday to finish
the job.

Redlands Drug Court has reached capacity at 84 in active treatment in Redlands, three
receiving treatment out of the area within an in-patient program and 15 subjects that



have absconded. There are 76 probation-only subjects that are also being supervised
by Probation Officer Gines and Officer McCauley.

Probation Officer Gines and Officer McCauley continue to give the Investigative
Services Bureau vital information regarding ongoing investigations.

Several 3056 holds, returned to custody, were placed on parolees over the past weeks
by PACT agents for patrol officers.

Officer Steve Starr attended a parole re-entry pilot training in Ontario hosted by the
International Association of Police Chiefs on Jan. 24.

$180 in vouchers were given to needy parolee families for clothing and household
supplies from Desert Thrift Stores.



Tattoo removal continues with much success. Several parolees have come forward who
want to change their lifestyles and have their gang tattoos removed. Humble
Enhancements has offered their services at a very low cost in order to assist those who
want to start over.

LLUMC conducted a free dental clinic, to which more than 20 parolees were referred.

Narcotics Unit
The team worked the Hustler Club looking for code violations.

The team conducted a knock-and-talk in Highland and arrested a female who sold
methamphetamine to Officers Sean Flynn and Ben Zimmerman.

The team spent a day on locating and surveillance of an armed and dangerous parolee
in San Bernardino. The team found him but had to let him go before he could get
stopped by a marked unit. The team found him again and had a marked unit stop him.
The subject fled the car on foot and got away.

The team conducted a search warrant on the other side of county line in Calimesa.
They arrested a male subject for 11378. The team did not get much methamphetamine
but he did have scales, baggies and other paraphernalia. He stated that he had just sold
out the night before.

The team conducted a search warrant in Highland on EIm Street. This is a very big
problem street with drugs and gangs taking over the area. The team will be keeping
active on the area.

Team members had several patrol arrests and signed up more confidential informants.
The team went to Ontario to assist the Sheriff's Department on a parolee search. They
took five subjects to jail. Three were for possession for sales, each with their own
supply, and two to jail for possession. One suspect was four months pregnant and still a
heavy methamphetamine smoker. The 3-year-old boy was taken as a drug endangered
child and Child Protective Services now has him in their custody.

The team conducted a search warrant in Colton. They long formed the suspect on
possession for sales.

IRNET seized 50 kilos of cocaine on Monday, and $1.6 million on Wednesday.
The team continues to work many cases.

INVESTIGATIVE SERVICES BUREAU

A 23-year-old Redlands man was shot during a home invasion robbery. At least two
suspects kicked in the front door, and assaulted two men, shooting one of them with a
handgun. The suspects took cash and other items from the apartment. The shooting
victim was released the next day with no serious injuries. The second victim was treated
on scene for injuries he received when he was struck by the suspects. Leads are being
followed.




A pizza delivery man was robbed at knifepoint. The victim had just made a delivery
when he was approached by a man who threatened him with a knife and demanded
money. The victim was not injured.

A 17-year-old Yucaipa girl reported a rape that occurred at a party. The girl had been
drinking, and fell asleep. She awoke while being sexually assaulted. The victim went
home immediately and called the police. The suspect has been identified and is being
sought by investigators.

A Yucaipa man called the FBI to confess to a bank robbery that occurred in Redlands in
2004. Detectives contacted the man who confessed and divulged full details of the
robbery. The man was arrested and transported to County Jail.

The suspect from several local bank robberies, who was taken into custody in Arizona
earlier this month after being hit by a car, was released from the hospital. He will be
returned to San Bernardino County this week where he is facing 12 counts of robbery.
In two of the robberies he displayed a gun, which was recovered by Redlands
detectives.

A solicitor that was selling magazine subscriptions was taken into custody for burglary.
The residential burglary occurred at the time there were approximately 35 solicitors
throughout the city. A co-worker called, describing the suspect. The suspect willingly
responded to the Police Department, where his fingerprints were taken. His prints
matched those in the burglary. The suspect was also in possession of a check taken
from the victim’s home.

A l14-year-old Redlands juvenile was arrested for vandalism. The suspect had been
listed as a Runaway Juvenile. When he was found by detectives, vandalism materials
were found in his possession. He then showed detectives the location of vandalism to
city property that he and a friend were responsible for. Both juveniles were issued
citations and the case is being forwarded to Juvenile Court.

PUBLIC INFORMATION UNIT

Public Information Officer Carl Baker met with television reporters after a man
confessed to a 2 ¥ year-old bank robbery. The reports were televised on KCBS, KCAL
and Fox 11 as well as being published in all the regional newspapers.

Carl continues to meet with the steering committees for the Faith and Justice Summit,
scheduled at Trinity Evangelical Free Church in Redlands Feb. 15, and the Citywide
Cleanup and Celebration, scheduled for April 14.

Carl attended the quarterly meeting of the Southern California Emergency Public
Information Officers Association at the Los Angeles County Emergency Operations
Center Feb. 1.

The Public Information Office issued 14 press releases between Jan. 20 and Feb. 2, all
of which were published in the local press.



Media Unit
Jan. 16 - Televised Redlands City Council, 3 p.m. and 7 p.m. meetings live, with two
regular scheduled replays.

RECREATION

Recreation welcomed two new employees to the Police Department -- Glenda Wilson,
bus driver, and Beth Teramoto, college intern. Glenda will be driving part-time for the
Senior Transportation Program and Beth will work in the Senior Center office assisting
with senior programs and events.

Staff attended the Building-A-Generation Board meeting and discussed upcoming
fundraising events planned such as their annual golf tournament in April and softball
tournament scheduled for September. Building-A-Generation provides Family Resource
Centers at several elementary schools throughout Redlands. These centers provide
parents with preschool assistance, education and instructional classes for better school
preparedness for their children.

Staff assisted the City of Murrieta with oral board interviews for their recreation
personnel, and in addition attended Redlands Unified School District's Quarterly
Prevention Board meeting. The Prevention Board meets to discuss opportunities for
youth and teens after school to aid in the prevention of truancy and aberrant behavior in
students.

The 2007 Community Services Activities Guide was distributed citywide this reporting
period. Five-thousand copies went out with the Jan. 19 issue of the Redlands Daily
Facts, and another 5,000 copies are being provided at the Community and Senior
Centers, Police Station, City Hall and Library.

Thursday and had a large turnout. Contract classes are all back in session from winter
break.
